Old Business:

Minutes of 8/13/09 Board meeting were reviewed and approved.  

Financial update: 

Ritchie Tidwell: $56k is not obligated for grants.  We need to remain active on fundraising activities.

New Business:

Susan Quinn was voted in via electronic voting as an Ex-Officio Board member.

We will host a reception for Larry Bergmann at our next Board meeting, to be held December 10 at the DJJ Connection Center.  SCVAN staff will get him presents in honor of his service to SCVAN.  Recommendations for a gift for Larry:  a gift certificate from the Post Office in Edisto?  Picture book from Walgreens?  Shadowbox?  

The Board reviewed the Telecommuting Procedures and Agreement.  Veronica will send them out electronically to elicit further comments, recommendations, and votes for approval. 

SCVAN is in the process of our annual audit with the Hobbes Group.

Veronica disbursed the NIJ report on the nation’s crime victim clinics (including our SC clinic, the Crime Victim Legal Network) for review by the Board.  The report will also be sent to the Board electronically.
SCVAN was not awarded the Public Awareness grant from OVC.  We may apply for SVAP funding for the Public Awareness spots.  Knight Foundation has done a lot of funding through United Way and CCCF.
Send out new contact information sheets to all Board members, including staff extensions. 

SCVAN staff will report on their programs at the December Board meeting.
Other news from the Board:

The Board would like to have a schedule of the IV Network’s training events.

We discussed options for raises for the staff, utilizing revised rent monies from grants.
Vicki recommends a consensus of support for a raise for Veronica and Fabienne this year.  The Executive Board will meet in November to strategize regarding raises for them.  Motion and seconded.  All voted in favor.
Some Board members from far distances are having trouble attending Board meetings.  Veronica will ask if they still wish to continue on the Board.  Videoconferencing is available through remote distances using DJJ conference sites.  Recommendation:  Use DJJ Connection Center on regular basis for all Board meetings (if available).  

Juvenile Parole Board lost 40 percent of their staff.  Victim Assistance Coordinator is gone.  Saylor’s people will need to receive training to become certified victim advocates.
SCCADVASA has core certification training available in December.  Free for members; there is a fee for non-members.

SCCADVASA has developed a 2-year program: teacher education initiative.  Training manuals will be developed to train teachers on all levels about DV.  Verizon Wireless funded this pilot program, which will be held in Greenville, Aiken and Charleston.  Schools will receive correspondence from local DV shelters and offer to train teachers.  This is a voluntary program, but is especially significant since it is supported by the SC Department of Education.  Will help teachers understand DV, identify children in DV homes, how to handle disclosures and make contact with victims, and how to make referrals.  Administrators will be trained re mandatory reporting.  Evaluation will be done at end with DOJ, and all school administrators, guidance counselors, teachers, etc. who participated will be surveyed.   A full-time community educator will be involved in each program.    
Ritchie recommends looking into Innovations money on DOE website … $650 million has been allocated.  Brett recommended the dating violence presentation created by Rachel Cornell – Rage on Rage -- could be used in connection with this initiative in high schools.  Vicki Bourus may be able to use some Verizon money to pay royalties from Warner Bros. for use of the song.   Media coverage could be built around it to raise awareness.  SCVAN will send the presentation and song to Vicki for consideration.
Riley is no longer DV Investigator.  He has a new position with Aiken County.
Jessica Freed is being considered for Board membership.  Veronica will ask her for her bio to send to the Board for a vote.  Motion was made to nominate her for an Ex-Officio position.
Fundraiser:  Minutes of the last fundraising meeting were reviewed.  The Fundraising Committee has decided to hold a Celebrity Fashion Show.  Tentative date:  May, 2010.  Local clothiers will be asked to participate, donate one item for an auction, and attendees will receive a ticket for a chance to win a donated item for the price of admission.  
Brett offered to provide a tour of DJJ facilities for meeting attendees.
