Brett Macgargle called the meeting to order at 10:40 a.m.

Old Business:

Minutes of December 10, 2009 Board Meeting was reviewed and approved by unanimous vote.  

Brett requested that Justin update Minutes on website
A discussion was held regarding requests by groups seeking funding for victim service personnel from the Victim Compensation Fund.  The groups are using the argument that SOVA may provide money from the Compensation Fund for “technical assistance.”  SCVAN has great concern that this sets a dangerous precedent and will deplete the Fund to a dangerous level.  It has been reported that SOVA is now in arrears – up to six months late -- in paying compensation claims.  (One possible reason for the late claims is that there has been a new computerized accounting system installed.  Other state agencies are also experiencing a backlog due to this new system.)  An actuarial study was conducted the last time a sizable amount of money was taken from the Compensation Fund by the General Assembly.  The Attorney General has been asked to issue an Opinion on SOVA’s ability to fund such requests.  Action:  Susan will obtain a copy of the AG’s Opinion and draft a letter to SOVA’s Board regarding SCVAN’s opinion that the Compensation Fund be allocated based upon statutory authorization and legislative intent.

Hope discussed Judges’ reactions to the new law that requires victim service providers to receive OVSEC credentialing.  Some judges, though they do provide services to victims such as victim notification, do not like to be characterized as VSPs.  The Board discussed new ways judges may receive training, such as webinars, which do not require people to travel.  A webinar regarding Immigration Law may be produced by Tricia Ravenhorst in the future. 

It is time to elect Board members.  Officers also need to be elected.  Brett made a motion to develop slate of officers, which was approved unanimously.  

Ritchie provided the Financial Report.  Our 2008 Audit was conducted by The Hobbes Group.  The Audit will be sent out electronically and approved by electronic vote.   
SCVAN needs help to set up our event: fashion fundraiser.   A Subcommittee will be recruited and will be tasked to develop a task list, time-frames, get people to make calls to recruit celebrities and the clothing stores to donate items.  
Idea:  Recruit the Junior League to assist with developing the fundraiser.  Use DJJ space for fundraiser / breakout rooms / full kitchen

Hope and Tricia discussed a mode of fundraising they were a part of through another group.  Each person has a list of people who might donate.  Each person sits together and goes through their lists.
Veronica mentioned that the VRW Auction was the first upcoming fundraiser, and we need the Board to concentrate on assisting us with that event first.
