Old Business:

Vicki will be donating 4 scholarships. She will send an email out to let her people know that she has scholarships available. 

Compensation Fund:
A letter should be drafted by next Legislative year stating that SCVAN does not approve of the funds being allocated for other uses other than compensation. There will be a meeting today and it looks as if they will be moving forward with releasing an RFP.  Vicki mentioned that to make sure its equitable, 25% will be available for nonprofits.  Vicki has a letter drafted and will send it to Brett.  
Board Member Elections:
Board members Ritchie Tidwell, Brett Macgargle, Vicki Bourus and Dean Kilpatrick were elected to serve another term via electronic vote of SCVAN members.  We will poll the Board via email to see if anyone would like to serve as President, Vice President or Treasurer. Voting for Executive Board members will be conducted via email since there wasn’t a quorum at the April 8 meeting.  Ritchie mentioned that the Bylaws state there are staggered terms for Board members which should be adhered to. 

Fundraising: 
Jessica Freed invited the Board to attend a fundraising event for SCVAN on May 12, 2010 at Mr. Friendly’s.  10% of profits made that night will be donated to SCVAN.  Veronica and Fab will be there with the SCVAN display board.  She’s going to check on the possibility of adding this event to the Free Times.  

Ritchie mentioned that the Public Awareness Grant is available again. We didn’t get it last year but would like to coordinate with Veronica to see the critique they sent back last year.  Jessica said that for next school year, it’s a possibility to get students from the College of Journalism work on a project to benefit us. 
Program Updates:
Nicole provided an update about the VIP program, including victim and crime statistics.  She also presented an article from North Charleston regarding a case that the Emergency Fund was involved with.
Jason provided a CVLN update.   The Board suggested he talk to Brian Bennett at some point about training new law enforcement officers. 
Brett requested that Justin update Minutes on website as well as list new Board Members.
